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PRESIDENT’S REPORT
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ENNIO TAVANI
PRESIDENT

This is my first annual report to members
for what has been a chaotic year in terms
of managing the most successful football
club in Western Australia. 

It was not about stepping into a well-run
WAFL club and continuing its momentum
of doing great things on the playing field
and adding to our long history of success. 

It was about taking what the EFFC
represents with its 127-year history and re-
establishing it in modern times. This was
not easy in a new facility where our
priorities had not been top of the
developers list. 

Other WAFL clubs have faced the same
challenges and have survived and thrived.
There was West Perth FC who 31 years ago,
shifted from Leederville oval to Arena
Joondalup, fell into Administration, came
out and are now a very successful Club. 
Subiaco FC, and East Perth FC, moved to
Leederville Oval 21 years ago in shared
facilities and have done well on and off the
field. 

Claremont FC, moved to the Claremont
Showgrounds eight years ago for three
years whilst their aged facility received a
makeover. They returned in 2017 to the
Revo Fitness Stadium designed to attract
clientele from the wider community,
including modern gymnasium,
physiotherapy and medical suites , café
and other commercial tenancies. 

OUR TURN 
Our turn came about 4 years ago with the
redevelopment of the EF Football precinct.
We moved to Wauhop Park using EF
Tricolore Soccer Clubs old premises. Our
men and women’s teams played and
trained around the suburbs. The men’s
senior teams mainly used the WACA in
East Perth for home games, which was
very costly in all aspects including lack of
sponsor value. 

However, it was not all bad as our senior
Men and Women teams won grand finals
in 2023, and our Reserves won the Grand
Final in 2024. 

WHAT HAPPENED 
The EF oval sits on an A Class reserve which
was vested by the Crown in 1906, as a
sporting precinct, for Aussie rules football,
lawn bowls, croquet, and tennis. Tennis
grew quickly and in 1963 was moved to
Petra St., East Fremantle. 

This A Class reserve is managed by the
Town of East Fremantle who last renewed
the lease for the Club about 20 years ago.
The Town of EF decided to upgrade the
aging sports ground and develop a
modern multipurpose community facility. 
For this purpose, the Town of EF received
grants, from the WA Government of
$25,000,000, and from Lottery West of
$1,300,000. They also obtained a loan from
WA. State Treasury for $7,000,000. 

Hence the Town of EF invested about
$33.3m in the precinct which it called the
EF Community Park. The objective was to
build a modern integrated multipurpose
sporting facility for use by all members of
the community. It is to be a hub for sport
leisure and social gatherings. 

On completion the Precinct was leased to
Belgravia Health & Leisure Group Pty Ltd,
for 5 years plus 5-year option. They have
control and management of the precinct
under supervision of the Town of EF. 
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The EFFC was offered a sublease under the
same terms for the change rooms and the
upstairs office. This was signed in October
2024. 
The negotiation for this lease became
bogged down as the Club could not agree
with the facilities and the terms that were
being offered. Eventually the State
Government, through the Department of
Sport stepped in and helped to reach a
settlement. 

Naturally, for negotiations to be so
protracted, there were serious matters that
the EFFC could not see being resolved for
the sustainability of the Club. The Club had
used all its financial resources without a
home base for 3 years and could not afford
to contribute to any transformation costs
to a new facility. 

The State Government involvement
included a financial assistance package of
$340,000 to assist with moving in costs of
which half was paid on signing of the
agreement. 

There was no scoreboard at the Oval, and
the Town of EF also provided a $50,000
contribution for this item. 

MOVING IN - IN 2025 
The new Board started in December 2024
with a new CEO in Adrian Bromage and
commencement to move the Club into its
new premises, and address all the
challenges. 

There were many, and they arrived daily. It
was like moving into a new house and
trying to make it a home. There were some
things that are great and loved, some
things that need to be changed and some
things that have been completely missed
and need to be regained. 

The mandate was to transition the Club
into its new premises and make it a “home”
as best as could be done and engage our
men and women athletes to play
competitive Aussie Rules Football from an
established home base. 

In the first three months the place was like
a construction site. It was a very bare place.
No signage, no scoreboard, little furniture,
no reception, no place to display
memorabilia, no sound system, stark player
change rooms, and no idea what to expect
in terms of members, supporters and
sponsors, and how to accommodate them.
 
The job started with having to get Council
approvals for site works, and signage, and
then sourcing and erecting the scoreboard,
the marquee, the temporary grandstand
and the fit out to the office and change
rooms, and the installation of the sponsors
signage on the oval fence. 

Looking back now, it has all been done, and
a great thanks needs to be given to all the
members and supporters who chipped in
and helped. To Con Tripi, Steve Miguel,
Angelo Cuccovia, Mark Amaranti, Gary
Foster, Steve Nugent, Rex Townsend and
Mick Jez.

A BIG HURDLE 
This was to settle the License Agreement
to use the oval and other precinct facilities
for training and home games, and the
signage approvals. This took 7 months to
complete and thanks to Board Member,
Jonathan Stagg who led the process. 

The approval for the use of the digital
scoreboard for advertising and the signage
on the building was only received in
November this year. 

Our hurdles are not over yet, as there are
many items that are not finished and need
dedicated attention to complete. However,
the talent is assembled to deal with the
challenges as they arrive and will be dealt
with efficiently. 
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WHAT WAS ACHIEVED DURING THE
YEAR. 

The Brindle Family came on board as
the main sponsors to the Good Grocer
Park and gave the Club an amazing
deal 
The digital scoreboard was erected and
commissioned 
The member and supporter facilities of
a marquee, and temporary grandstand
were erected and operated well 
The reception area was set up in the
office with a small well-presented
display of memorabilia 
The INTIX system for membership and
online ticketing was installed and rolled
out. 
About 80 sponsors were re engaged
with new packages, and their signage
installed on the oval perimeter fence 
The communications to members and
supporters was improved with 

Social media posts on Instagram
and Facebook, which reach about
100,000 per month 
Email news letters that reach about
6,000 people per week
A new website with all of the EFFC
information
Game day announcements on our
sound system. 

About 2,220 members were enrolled,
which is an increase of about 500
members from last year 
Sold over $100,000 of Club merchandise 
Hosted the Regional Talent Carnival
which included our Mid-West Teams 
Hosted the AFL club, North Melbourne
for their training when they played the
Dockers in Bunbury. 
The senior men’s team played 10 home
games and one elimination final which
drew 5,800 people to the Good Grocer
Park. This was the greatest attendance
number for a WAFL game at a club
ground in 2025.
The senior women’s side also played 8
games at Good Grocer Park and was
well supported.

THE CLUB FINANCES 
The year started with a cash deficit and
with the support of main sponsors and
gracious suppliers the Club was able to
financially manage its operations. 

The biggest challenge came from the
capital works program which the State
Government had underwritten with a
$340,000 finance package to build the
scoreboard, capital fit out and temporary
grandstand and marquee. 

These capital works were all completed
early in the season, but the cost was
$657,544. As part of the acquittal process
the State government was asked to make
up the shortfall and a further amount of
$218,000 was provided in October 2025.
Also, the Town of EF contributed $50,000
towards the scoreboard cost.

These funds were sufficient to meet cash
payment requirements due to the
payment plans that were established with
the Tax Office, Belgravia, Town of EF,
WAFC, and ID Athletics, which amounted
to $458,000. Only $360,000 of this amount
falls in the 2026 year. 

The budget for 2026 has been settled with
cost control and increase in revenue being
the core requirements and shows a net
operating surplus of $325,000. 

Hence the financial position is now clear. It
is not guaranteed, but the Club knows its
financial boundaries and what it must do
to survive and thrive. 

THE IMMEDIATE FUTURE 
The 2026 year will be about football on the
park. Without the facilities distraction the
Club will be able to focus on developing its
playing strengths across all grades and
achieving the highest possible results 
The facilities under Club management with
the great team of personnel will provide
our athletes every opportunity to achieve
their dreams dressed in blue and white
colours.
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Every effort will be made to develop the
facility to be our spiritual home continuing
our legacy. 

OUR PLAYERS, OUR STRENGTH 
Our passion on the park was evident with
the great playing performance from all
teams. 

The senior men’s, women’s, Colts, and
Rogers cup team, all made finals. The
results were not what we hoped for. The
players are congratulated on their
performance for the whole year. 

The Colts had a great year ending up
second on the ladder with congratulations
going to 

Tom Grylls winning the Jack Clarke
medal, for fairest and Best in the
competition.
Kaiden Summerell winning the Len
Anderson medal, and the Coaches
award for best player of the year.

The boys futures program is in good hand
as evident with only one loss for the season. 
The Girls 14&15 ‘s program has produced a
lot of talent which show great prospect for
the future.

Our football department is capably led by
GM Shane Woewodin , and with his senior
team of David Depane, Darcy Meyers and
Bill Monaghan provides energy and vision
which positions the Club well for an
exciting and successful future. 

THANKS 
In conclusion I would like to thank all the
people who have contributed in what was
not a normal year in the life of the Club but
is the start of a new facilities paradigm. 
Thank you, thank you, thank you, thank
you............. 

The staff who kept the wheels turning.
The players who turned up in Club
colours made us all proud of their

The player coaches, trainers, advisors’
supporters, mentors.

We
also strengthened one of our most
significant long-term relationships through
the AOS / New Choice partnership, led by
Club Patron and long-time benefactor Ray
Meadowcroft, whose ongoing
commitment continues to underpin our
strategic stability and football programs. In
addition, we welcomed Maddington &
Canning Vale Toyota as our new car
provider this year, adding another valued
partnership to the East Fremantle family.
Importantly, more than 80 sponsors
renewed their commitment in 2025,
demonstrating the deep loyalty and belief
that exists in the club’s direction as we
build this new era together.

1925: 100 years ago we played Subiaco in
the Grand Final and the result; East
Fremantle 10 goals, 10 points, defeated
Subiaco 6 goals, 7 points. 

In 2025, 100 years later, we played Subiaco
at East Fremantle Oval on the 26/04/2025.
The result; East Fremantle 14 goals, 16
points, defeated Subiaco 10 goals, 10 points. 

The current players wore the jumpers that
were part of the uniform in 1925. The past
players names were on the jumpers and
were in the position they played in 1925.
Impressive design in 1925.

The club was very fortunate to find most of
the 1925 next of kin who were entertained
at the official luncheon. They were
presented with a 1925 Premiership colour
photograph.

For more than 60 years the club was
missing the 1925 Premiership photo (just
about giving up, as we believe it was not
taken in 1925). The club must thank John
Jarvis (son of Bub Jarvis) who found the
photo in his garage. We were thrilled, as
was the WA Football Commission.

Bub Jarvis played from 1924-1937 a total of
163 League games, and he played 5
winning Grand Finals. He won the Lynn
Medal in 1934 and was named in the East
Fremantle Football Club “Team of the
Century”. Bub Jarvis was an outstanding
player and won many other awards.

The club is extremely proud that we have
all of our 30 Premiership photos in place.

REPORT

We had seven players (Bailey Hams,
Nathaniel Lewis, Jordan Gould, Kye Wilson,
Nate Lane, Reid Foot and Noah Bennett play
in the Futures carnival in Perth between
February and April, where one of the
Midwest players, Reid Foot finished runner
up in the best and fairest count.

We also had three Midwest Sharks players
(Reid Foot, Mick Horstman and Lucas Ronan)
represent East Fremantle in the Colts
program throughout the year, with a
number of other Midwest players currently at
PSA schools also proudly representing East
Fremantle.

The Midwest Sharks Program has been
growing steadfastly now for a number of
years, with incremental gains being made
year on year. The purpose of the Midwest
Sharks Program is to provide and deliver a
development program that enhances
opportunity for talented and driven
Footballers in the Midwest.

The Midwest Sharks Development Program
operates in conjunction with the Midwest
Academy of Sport, an Academy that serves
the purpose of supporting Athletes across a
variety of sports within the Midwest. The
program is Managed by former East
Fremantle player and Midwest local Harry
Taylor and supported by local coaches, Liam
Clarkson and Callum Marquis in our Men’s
Program and Claire Garnaut and Natalie
Marwick in our Women’s Program.

Selection into the program is based on 2 key
variables:

Commitment and intent to improve.
Indicators of skill and game play
improvement.

Identification of players who meet these
variables is based on:

Watching GNJFL and Youth Girls games
within a season.
Communication with player school
teachers/coaches (including from other
sports).
Interview with player about their
commitment and desire.

In 2026 across both our Men’s and Women’s
programs we had a total of 61 players
participate in training sessions held from
November 2024 through to September 2025.
These sessions were tailored for the different
competition groups, broken into Men’s
Futures and Colts sessions, Women’s
Regional carnival sessions and Shark pack
sessions.
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During the July school holidays, we had a
group of 24 players from our Men’s and
Women’s Shark pack and regional carnival
squads play in Perth. Our Shark pack group
played against three other regional based
teams, whilst our women’s team played
against a group of regional and metro teams
in a one-day carnival. This was the first time
that our Women’s program had been given
the opportunity to play in Perth against
quality teams. The response was
overwhelmingly positive from players and
parents, and we are looking to grow these
games-based competitions for our girls in
2026.

During the year we had a training session,
supported by the Fremantle Dockers and
some of their Women’s players, and East
Fremantle Football Club staff. The session was
a great success and provided all in
attendance a snapshot into the quality work
and program opportunity being provided by
our regional Midwest Sharks coaches.
